Features of the earth:

· land ; soil, rocks, mountains, beaches, farms and playgrounds

· -bodies of water, rives, oceans, dams, lakes

· air; winds and clouds

· built environment

Features of the Sky:

· sun, moon, stars, star groups

· sky colours; amount of light, shadows

EB 1.2 Obvious events (including day and night) that occur on the Earth and in the sky.

Obvious features on the earth and in the sky:

· changes to land, water, air

· changes to built environment

· day and night

· visibility of sun and stars

· colour of sky

Changes in features of earth:

· land; rearrangement and movement

· water; rise and fall

· air; cloud size and movement

· seasons, climate and the weather

Changes in features of the sky:

· sun; time and position of sunrise and sunset at different times of the year

· colour changes; day and night

· moon; appearance, when and where

· position of stars and stars groups

Pattens of events on the earth:

· weather, climate, seasons

· -fires

· storms

· erosion

Patterns of events in the sky:

· when and where objects are visible – sun, moon, stars, star groups

· sunrise and sunset.

People who make activities and environments safe:

-Parent/caregivers make the home safe

-teachers stop unsafe behaviour in the playground.

-police presence on the roads encourages adherence to the rules

Things that make activities and environments safe:

-safety signs warns of conditions and rules

-protective equipment reduces risk of injury eg helmets, elbow and knee pads, hats, sunscreen and sunglasses.

PH 1.5 How elements of different environments, in which people live, work and play, affect health

Home environment:

-use and maintenance of appliances is related to risk of injury.

-chemical storage procedures are related to accidents and injuries.

Work environment:

-protective gear (eye goggles and ear muffs) reduces risk of injury.

-workplace health and safety rules protect health and safety.

Play environment:

· cooperative play and respect for others reduces risk of injury and emotional upset.

· -shade protects from sun damage.

· Litter increases the risk of injury and illness. .

	Orientating
	1.Brainstorm all the things we know about earth and all the things we know about space (sun, moon, stars, planets, landforms, weather, seasons, oceans, rivers, lakes, dams).

2.Make an earth poster and a space poster with magazine pictures.

3.  Establish routine for calendar weather watch – symbols for temperature, cloud type, wind type, rain gauge.  Learning about reading instruments.

4.  Starwatch sleepover – introduce features of stars and moon.  Establish routines for moon diary (1 month).

5.  Nature Walk to observe and identify features of land and sky in the local area (soils, rocks, mountains, water, buildings).  Compare local environment to a beach and the moon.  Record observations in a drawing.

6.  Construct collage scenes of local area, beach and the moon with a focus on soils, rocks, land forms, water and shelter.

	Observation – Anecdotal records eg identify and describe obvious features of the earth and sky and changes to those features.

Student interview-Individual student survey using a checklist to note if student can identify and describe obvious features of the earth and sky and changes.

Annotated work samples – moon diary.

Annotated work sample – nature walk observations recorded in drawings.

Look for observations about changes to landforms.

7. Dress paper dolls to live in different environments; Gindie/Rollestion, beach and moon. Consider sun safety, moon environment – space suit.

8. Lifestyle – What sorts of things would you do if you lived – Gindie/Rolleston, beach, the moon or on the sun.  design a travel brochure to advertise the lifestyle.

9. Safety Day: Write invitations including CQ News (morning visit – including morning tea) Visit from a police man to discuss community safety; parent to discuss home safety, farmer to discuss farm safety and the principal talking about cooperative play, shade and keeping litter down in the playground. PM Follow-up – begin drafts of sun safe posters, space safe posters, farm safe posters and home safe posters. Continue posters to final draft( could be a classroom open day to share routines with parents)
