Achieved: Proficient demonstration of the outcome is consistently evident. Student performance is appropriately and independently applied in arrange of contexts.





Working Beyond: The skills, knowledge and understandings for this level have been established. Student performance is demonstrated at a superior level. Achievements may be described as components of outcomes at a higher level.
