	Orientation:

· Introduce the task by explaining the concepts planned for study ( the community) and the suggestion to communicate with a small remote school. 

· Explain some background information about the school – culture, size etc without telling the children too much (leave room for discovery along the way).

· Encourage class discussion on the task itself and the children’s feelings and attitudes towards the task. 

· Ask what they expect to learn or gain from this task and why they  think it would be worthwhile.

· Allow opportunity to express concerns about the task or completing the task so that the children to resolve any difficulties along the way.

· Begin to develop an action plan to identify information Laura might like to know about Lota. Brainstorm together as a whole class to make a list of topics such as “Our names and pictures”, “facts about our school”, “Things we do on the weekend”, “What Lota looks like”, … Add to the list any particular areas of study that the class may not suggest such as weather/climate, traditions…

· Introduce children to the aboriginal culture through books about aboriginal legends, stories and life in aboriginal communities. 

· Discuss the need to be sensitive to people’s feelings from different cultures and show respect for different ideas, traditions and beliefs.

· Present statistical data from Laura and decide how to display the information that will be gained and how to compare this with Lota. Suggest class displays.

· Set personal goals for the unit – to participate in discussions, keep a personal journal of perceptions and predictions, compose letters to sent over the internet.

	· Enhancing phase

· Begin collecting information to send to Laura – children plan and provide information about themselves in a personal dossier. They may choose to include pictures, drawings etc…

· Predict what they expect to find out about the children of Laura and write their perceptions in a journal – Later record the changes to their perceptions after receiving the information about the children from Laura.

· Continue the information gathering with information about families and encourage children to talk about different family arrangements.

· Compare family data from Laura. Again make predictions in journals and reflections after receiving the data.

· Determine information about Lota School that would be of interest to Laura. Collect information under different areas of interest and work together to send a group report on the school. Predict about Laura School and reflect later.

· Decide what information about Lota community would be of interest to Laura.          Collect information about the type of environment and the plants and animals found around Lota. Include information about landforms, residential areas, industries and recreation. Make a group report again with teams responsible for collecting information and sharing it with the class for discussion and editing before sending to Laura.

· Discuss the differences in seasons and climate between the two communities. Explain to Laura what the climate at Lota is like and how we adapt to different seasons. Ask questions of the children at Laura to find out the information and compare with Lota.

· Ask Laura to observe the night sky and draw pictures of star patterns they can see. Observe the night sky from Lota and drawor describe star patterns. Predict what differences might be seen.

· Consider celebrations and traditions that children at Lota may observe – ANZAC Day, Labour Day, Queensland Day, Easter Christmas. Ask Laura about their traditions and celebrations to find out what they do.

· Continue to make predictions and reflections in a journal throughout the communication.

· Make comparisons, discuss differences and similarities and tell Laura what has been discovered to see if they have come to the same conclusions.

	· Synthesizing Phase:

· Throughout the unit, display letters, artwork, pictures drawings and graphs of statistics from Laura and add similar work from Lota. Compare and share perceptions.

· As a culmination to the unit, invite parents or other classes in the school to visit the year3 classroom for a presentation by the children. The children can each choose to talk about some information from the two schools and explain the perceptions of the class including some of their predictions and reflections.

· If possible a face-to-face visit with the children from the two schools would be great.

· Encourage children to continue the communication of their own choice after the unit has been completed and keep a folder of letters from Laura for the class to read.

· Reflect back on the learning throughout the unit and identify target outcomes for the following unit.

Rationale:


Year 3 at Lota were about to embark on a study of their community when the suggestion was made to interact with a remote school community and enhance the children’s perception of different cultures, communities and environments. Laura was contacted by e-mail and the initial links made. Throughout the unit the children will not only learn more about two different communities and environments but communicate the features they observe and their perceptions in a real-life exchange of information. The children will form friendships and communication links that will extend beyond the unit and encourage continuing communication links.
