Woody (voice of Tom Hanks) is unaware that in the years 
since his model went out of production, he's become a rare 
and valuable collector's item. An avid toy collector (voice  
of Wayne Knight) decides that he wants Woody for his  
collection and swipes him, so Buzz Lightyear (voice of Tim  
Allen), Hamm (voice of John Ratzenberger), Rex (voice of 
Wallace Shawn), Slinky Dog (voice of Jim Varney), and Mr. 
Potato Head (voice of Don Rickles) venture forth to rescue 
their kidnapped friend before Andy returns.
