	TASK DESCRIPTION:
	During the past few weeks, you have been investigating the use of hardware peripherals and components of a computer. This assessment task requires you to use the information you have gathered during that time and present it in different documents created for specific purposes.

PART A: Website for a Peripheral Device Catalogue
COMPU-QUIP is a store selling computer hardware. The manager has asked you to produce a catalogue showing some of their computer equipment. This is to be in the form of a website. The website is to include at least 15 items and have the following features:

· An attractive title page

· An original and appropriate logo for COMPU-QUIP (This must be designed by you using PAINT or any other graphics program.
· Separate pages for each section as follows:

· input devices 

· output devices 

· storage devices

· A picture and a description for each device

· name of each device

· specifications of the device (description or any other specific information about it)

· type of port required to connect it

· function/purpose of the device

· cost
· any consumables required 

· An index page so that a particular peripheral device can be easily located.

Show your teacher the website. You may be asked to print some of the pages.

PART B: Presentation for Computer Equipment Training
You are working for COMPUTRAIN, a company that takes on trainees for the Information Technology Industry.

The manager has asked you to produce a Power Point presentation for a training session on connecting hardware peripherals. You are to produce a presentation showing different ports on a computer system unit. Each port is to be presented on a separate slide, giving the following information:

· Name of the type of port

· Diagram / photograph of the port

· Peripherals that can be connected to that type of port.
Present this to the class. Print out the handouts (6 slides per page) to submit for marking.
