A remix is an alternative or extended version of a song. When a song is released as a single, there are usually a number of remixes of that song on the one CD. DJs and producers usually create remixes and often the artist who performed the song has nothing to do with the remix. Dance remixes were originally created for pop songs so that they would be played more often in nightclubs and discos—for a captive audience to dance to and grow to love the song, and ultimately run out and buy it.


Many things can be altered in a remix – Instruments (eg. guitars replaced by keyboards), Style (eg, ballad to hip-hop), Structure (sections deleted, added or repeated, solo and instrumental sections), Special Effects (echo, rapping, sound effects, vocal effects and EQ)
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
