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Unit Overview

You will also look at the ways different emotions are presented in texts. You will consider how characters react in highly emotional situations.

The first part of the unit will look at a play by, arguably, the world’s greatest playwright, William Shakespeare. Shakespeare’s works are emotionally driven and will provide an interesting contrast to the work we will look at later in the term. 

Following Shakespeare you will look at many different text types and how creators portray emotions and how characters behave in highly emotional situations.

Learning objectives:

· Recount the main events of the play studied.

· Describe the characters and their role in the play studied.

· Explain the characters’ emotions in the play studied.

· Identify the forms and structures of texts that manipulate and express emotions.

· Describe the language devices used to empress emotions in the play and other texts.

· Evaluate the use of different language devices used to manipulate and express emotions.
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TASK 1 – CHARACTER LIFE BOX AND ORAL PRESENTATION

You are to create a 'character life box'.

Suggested steps:

1) Select a character you find interesting from the Shakespearian play you are studying. 

2) Collect 6 to 8 objects that represent some aspect of this character's life. (No drawings, must be real objects)
3) Find a line from the play related to each object. The lines may show how the character feels towards the individual objects or refer to the object in some way. In your own words you must explain where and when the line is used in the play.
4) Present your 'life box' to the class explaining the items you have chosen and the lines you selected. This is an oral presentation. Prepare your talk by rehearsing what you will say.
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TASK 2- WRITTEN ANALYSIS
You are to choose an emotion.

You are to find at least 3 texts which explore this emotion. 

You are to write an analysis of each text. 


In your analysis you should consider;

	How the emotion is represented- is it through the dialogue, the actions of the characters, colour, choice of words, setting? 
How the characters react in this emotional state. 

What the creator is saying about this emotion. 


Each analysis should be at least 100 words in length. 

Each text considered must be of a different text type.

TASK 3 –SPEECH 

Choose a topic you feel very strongly about. Describe your own emotional response to the topic.

Write a 5 minute speech where you persuade the listener to agree with your point of view. Make sure you use a variety of language devices which express your emotions on this topic. 

Rehearse the speech, using palm cards and appropriate voice and gestures.

Deliver your speech to the class.
