	Task Description: Visual Representation and Exam
1. Visual Representation (15 Marks)

Create a visual representation of the concept of The Journey using the texts you have studied in class. Write a 300 word explanation of your representation and what you learned from this task.

Notes: In your visual representation you should include quotes, images and graphics. You do not have to be a great artist. Symbolism says just as much as a good drawing. You may use photographs and images from other sources. You could create: a poster, collage, diorama, mind map, webpage, photo essay, dramatic performance, multi-media ‘essay’. The only limit is your imagination.

2. Examination (45 Marks)

This is a two hour exam. There will be sections. Each section is 15 marks. All sections are on the concept of The Journey. 

Section 1 –  Reading Task: short answer questions on the language features of 2 or 3 unseen short texts on the concpet The Journey (poems, stories, news stories, images, advertisements etc)
Section 2 – Writing Task: write a short story on the concept The Journey
Section 3 – Extended Composition Task: essay, feature article, speech or interview on the concept of The Journey using set texts and other related texts you have studied in class.
