Task: Create a humorous narrative text.

Description: 
Texting and emailing are a big part of modern communication, and have their own language features. In this narrative you are to incorporate either texting and/or emailing as a significant feature of your text.  You have been learning about satire and humour, you narrative should reflect this. Discuss with your teacher the various ways that humour can be used in a text.

Choose a format that suits you: you may wish to create a comic, picture board for a short film, script for a play or a short story. Note that your narrative must reflect a significant amount of work: for example,
Short Story: at least 500 words

Picture board for a film: at least 15 minutes length. You will probably also need to include a script of spoken dialogue.
Script for a play or film: at least 5 substantial scenes.
Comic strip: at least 10 pages.

You final assignment will also need to include a synopsis (summary of the plot), a list of characters and a brief description, as well as your narrative text.
You will be assessed on how well you demonstrate the following:

· Imaginative and creative narrative writing

· Effective use of humour

· Neat Presentation that uses appropriate spelling and punctuation
· An assignment that  reflects a revised and well-thought out piece of work
